Background

      In 2007, the Stillaguamish Lead Entity organization established the “Stillaguamish Capacity Fund” that watershed partners use to support activities that contribute to the implementation of habitat protection and restoration capital projects consistent with the Watershed Resource Inventory Area 5 (WRIA 5) Chinook Salmon Recovery Plan. In late 2009 the Stillaguamish Lead Entity was awarded $137,000 in additional Capacity Funds for the current 2009 - 2011 biennium. 

Many WRIA 5 stakeholders and partners do not have the staff or resources to participate in meaningful salmon recovery efforts. This additional funding allows more agency, non-governmental organizations (NGOs), and individuals to apply for and implement recovery efforts. Over the past several years only a handful of agencies and groups have applied for large project salmon recovery dollars. With this additional funding we hope to see more active partners applying for recovery dollars and more well thought out recovery projects submitted to the State and Federal government for funding.  A flexible capacity fund is needed to address a wide variety of capacity needs among our watershed partners. 

Application Guidelines 

Priority will be given to Capacity Fund proposals that lead to projects supporting implementation of the WRIA 5 Chinook Salmon Recovery Plan. 

1. Individual proposals have a maximum funding limit of $10,000.  Applicants may apply for multiple smaller projects adding up to a total of $10,000.  In order to maximize distribution of funds to as many watershed partners as possible, agencies*, NGOs and individuals should apply for one allocation of $10,000 capacity funding during 2010.  If funds remain available after Dec 31st 2010, agencies, NGOs, and individuals may submit an additional proposal to the Capacity Fund applying for additional funds to a cumulative total of $20,000.

*For the purpose of this grant funding Snohomish County Noxious Weed Board is considered a separate entity from Snohomish County Parks, Snohomish County Planning and Development Services, and Snohomish County Surface Water Management.

2. Proposals may be submitted each quarter: January 15th, April 15th, July15th October 15th. Proposals will be reviewed within two weeks of above dates and applicants notified soon thereafter. 

3. Quarterly invoicing and progress reports will be submitted to the Stillaguamish Tribe for submittal to the SIRC, Stillaguamish Technical Advisory Group, and the Washington Recreation and Conservation Office (RCO). 

4. Any major change of scope or schedule must be explained in writing.  After review, a decision will be made whether to proceed or to reallocate previously awarded Capacity Funds to other uses deemed more beneficial. Any previously allocated Capacity Funds may be withdrawn by majority vote of the Stillaguamish Implementation Review Committee (SIRC).
5. Specific needs addressed by the Stillaguamish Capacity Fund, expressed by our watershed partners, include:

(    Support for watershed meeting attendance such as:  review and prioritization of 3-year work plan projects, capacity fund sub-committee, SIRC, Stillaguamish Technical Advisory Group (STAG)
